As Writers we will: learn and rehearse the circular tale of Handa’s Surprise using Talk 4 Writing, which we will then innovate to make our own!
 
As Readers we will: read and appreciate the Twinkl original whole class text of Dipal’s Diwali and The Story of Rama and Sita: The Ramayana by Jay Anika to help us develop a deeper knowledge of other cultures and festivals they participate in. We will also read Sparks in the Sky (another Twinkl original) and Magic Grandad’s Book of Remembrance to deepen our understanding of other celebrations too.
 
As Mathematicians we will: develop our understanding of….
YR – Cardinality and counting, comparison and composition through the Mastering Number programme.
Y1 – Addition and Subtraction within 10 and Shape, Space and Measure through the White Rose Maths Scheme of Learning, and continue to deepen their understanding of subitising, cardinality and counting, comparison, composition and number facts through Mastering Number.
 
As Scientists we will: learn that there are 4 different seasons in the United Kingdom and they change throughout the year. We will learn what the seasons are like and what happens during Autumn and Winter in particular.

As Historians we will: learn about and understand the origins of celebrations such as Remembrance and Bonfire Night.
 
As Geographers we will: explore different cultural celebrations, such as the festival of Diwali which originated in India and the Mobassa Carnival, celebrated in Kenya. We will locate these countries on the World Map and identify the continents to which they belong, as well as naming the other continents and oceans of the world too. We will also make comparisons between these locations and the continent in which we live.
 
As Artists/Design Technologists we will: explore materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour and texture to create rangoli patterns! We will manipulate clay to make and decorate our own diya lamps, and we will even make our own carnival masks too.
 
As Musicians we will: learn about the music from a range of cultural and religious celebrations, including Bonfire Night, Diwali, Hanukkah, Kwankzaa and Christmas.
 
In PE we will: study ball skills within our sessions on a Thursday with Mr Bufton. During which, children will work to improve their coordination and physical confidence through activities like rolling, bouncing, throwing, catching, and kicking balls. Mrs Stevenson will continue to teach alternate groups on a Wednesday afternoon, studying the fundamentals overview, which includes developing hand-eye coordination, spatial awareness, and basic motor skills, while also introducing social skills like taking turns, cooperation, and following simple rules.
 
In RE and PSHE we will: focus on improving our cultural awareness. We will think about the following questions in PSHE: ‘What and how do I and other people celebrate?’ and we will then go on to explore the RE question ‘Why does Christmas matter to Christians?’

In computing we will:  continue to explore the Purple Mash software and we will also learn different ways to help us stay safe online.
