As Writers we will: learn the story of Farmer Duck using our Talk 4 Writing story map. We will innovate the story to make it our own, before writing our very own version! As Mathematicians we will: develop our understanding of….

Y1 – learn about living things and their habitats. We will explore and compare the differences between things that are living/dead, identify that most living things live in habitats to which they are suited, identify and name a variety of plants and animals in their habitats (including microhabitats) and describe how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals.
As Historians we will: study famous real life superheroes from the present (including people from our own community and families), and those from the past (including Mary Seacole and Florence Nightingale). We will contrast and compare the similarities and differences between their lives and their achievements.
 
As Design Technologists we will: design, make and evaluate our very own superhero masks and capes.
  
In PE we will: be learning how to jump, land and roll safely, as well as creating and holding a balance in our Gymnastics sessions on a Wednesday afternoon with Miss Mason, then we will continue to focus on Games through our weekly sessions on a Thursday with Mr Bufton from Shrewsbury Town Football Club.

In PSHE we will: focus on our feelings and why we might be feeling a certain way at times. We will discuss the qualities real life superheroes might need to do their jobs, in particular courage!

In RE we will: ask and explore the questions: ‘Why is the word ‘God’ so important to Christians?’ and ‘What do Christians believe God is like?’
