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Reading at Burford Primary School
Information for Parents and Carers

Reading in School
EYFS and Y1
Your child will be having daily phonics to support them learning to read.  They will also be applying their phonics in a reading session with a trained adult 3 times weekly.
Please see our phonics information on the website for videos of how you can support their growing phonic knowledge at home. There is also information on the importance of sharing stories.
They may bring home a book to read to you matched to their level of phonic knowledge.  You can enjoy hearing them read this to you.  They will certainly be bringing home books to share with you.  These may be beyond their reading ability but will enable them to discuss stories and information you have read to them. 
The class teacher will have set a target for you to work on with your child and will invite you to communicate about your child’s reading via Class Dojo.  There are ‘How to’ videos on school Dojo to help you with this.
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Once your child is secure with phonics they move to our Accelerated Reader scheme.  They will have 20 minutes daily in school to read independently.  They will have a book that is perfectly matched to their reading level.  The book should be just challenging enough to stretch them but not so challenging that they cannot understand the story or information.  They will be bringing this book home to read with you.  Once completed they can quiz on the book at school or at home to see what they have understood.  The class teacher will also be setting a target for you to work on with your child.  They will invite you to communicate with them using Class Dojo about your child’s reading. 
In school your child will be having reading skills lessons 3 times weekly.  They will be developing important skills that support them to be successful readers.  These sessions focus on building fluency, and embedding comprehension skills.  We call them RIC sessions (Retrieve, Interpret, Choice).  

Children who need a little extra support.
At Burford we are determined that every child will learn to read and become confident, fluent readers.  Your class teacher will talk to you if they feel your child is not reaching age related expectations.  They will also tell you how you can support your child.
Your child may still need support with phonics and will receive phonics teaching until they are secure.  This may be in a small group or on a 1:1.
Your child may need extra reading practise and will be targeted by an adult in school to develop a reading skill that will help them.
Your child may need a specific intervention programme called Conquering Literacy delivered by a qualified intervention teacher.  This will be timetabled in school or after school and your child’s progress will be closely monitored.  

Reading for Pleasure

Children at Burford deserve a rich curriculum that encourages a love of literature.  All classes read a range of texts that engage the children, extend their vocabulary and help them to compare and contrast their experiences with those of others.
Each class is read to daily.  The teacher will choose a high quality text that is age appropriate.  
Book Buddies support younger children by reading to them and enjoying a book together.
Throughout the year significant reading events are celebrated in school.
On display in school are recommended reads and our library area celebrated a famous author.
In each classroom there is a reading area to encourage the children to read a wide variety of books.
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
