[image: ][image: ]As Writers we will: write persuasive speeches, developing our ability to argue a viewpoint clearly and convincingly, while revising key SPaG skills such as sentence structure, punctuation, grammar and spelling to improve accuracy and effect.
 
As Readers we will:  read a range of fiction and non‑fiction texts, strengthening our comprehension skills by making inferences, summarising key points, identifying authorial techniques and explaining how language is used to influence the reader.

As Mathematicians we will: revise and extend our understanding of shape, position and direction, using accurate mathematical language, applying knowledge of angles and coordinates, and solving reasoning and problem‑solving tasks with confidence.

As Scientists we will: learn about animals including humans, focusing on the circulatory system, understanding the functions of the heart, blood and blood vessels, and exploring how exercise, diet and lifestyle affect our bodies.

As Historians we will: study the Anglo‑Saxons, exploring why they came to Britain, how they lived, and the lasting impact they had on society, culture and settlement patterns.
 
As Geographers we will: 
 
As Artists/Design Technologists we will: explore photography, developing skills in composition, lighting and editing, experimenting with different techniques and evaluating how images can be improved to communicate meaning and mood.
