We will then box up and innovate the story to make it our own, before writing our very own version! We will then look at how to write an information text about castles, and have a go at writing our own, all about our very own castle that we have made!
  
As Readers we will: read and appreciate the story of Jack and the Beanstalk as our Talk 4 Writing text. We will also study the classic stories of Titch and The Tiny Seed In our whole class reading sessions, as well as a variety of Knight and Castle themed texts too!
 
As Mathematicians we will: develop our understanding of….
YR – subitising within 10, verbal counting to 20 and beyond, how 10 is made and ordering sets of objects.
Y1 – multiplication and division, fractions, position and direction
 
As Scientists we will: 
YR – observe and discuss plants and natural materials. We will learn the importance of caring for plants, and develop our knowledge of growth, decay and changes over time – looking carefully at similarities, changes and differences in the natural environment.
Y1 - study plants and learn to identify and name a variety of common wild and garden plants. We will also learn to identify and describe the basic structure of a variety of common flowering plants and trees, as well as investigating what plants need to be able to grow well.

As Historians we will: study British castles, learning about different types and the features of Medieval Castles.
 
As Design Technologists we will: design, make and evaluate our own castles, ensuring we include the appropriate features.
 
As Artists we will: study the work of the famous artist Vincent Van Gogh. We will look at his painting of ‘Sunflowers’, exploring the techniques he used to create texture. We will then recreate these techniques in our own still life paintings of sunflowers.
 
In PE we will: develop our fundamental ball skills in a variety of games and develop their expressive movement through the topic of 'places’. 

In RE we will: learn about Judaism – ‘Who is Jewish and how do they live?’
