[image: ]As Writers we will: Use descriptive language to build suspense and describe a character’s senses. Use short sentences and suspense sentence starters to create tension. Use powerful verbs, personification and “show not tell” to describe reactions and action. Write a suspense story where a character escapes from danger, but the threat may remain.
As Readers we will: enjoy a range of texts including high quality dialogue. We will continue to answer inference and retrieval questions while building up our fluency and stamina when reading. 
As Mathematicians in year 3 we will: As mathematicians in Year 3, we will learn about angles, lines and the properties of 2-D and 3-D shapes. We will also measure and draw shapes accurately, identify parallel and perpendicular lines, and collect and present data using pictograms, bar charts and tables.
As Mathematicians in year 4 we will learn about shapes, angles and symmetry. We will also interpret charts and line graphs and use coordinates to describe position and movement.
In PE we will:  In Physical Education we will develop our teamwork and problem-solving skills through outdoor and adventurous activities. We will also practise running, jumping and throwing skills in athletics. We will also be learning OAA skills.
In PSHE we will:  In PSHE we will learn about emotions, resilience and ways to support our mental wellbeing. We will explore strategies such as mindful breathing, self-soothing and managing worries and anxiety. We will also discuss healthy lifestyles, body image and how nature can have a positive effect on our mental health.
In Design and Technology, we will:  learn about seasonal foods and where they grow around the world. We will practise safe cutting and peeling skills and taste different fruits and vegetables. We will design and make our own seasonal tart and evaluate our finished product. We will also investigate which shapes and materials make structures strong and stable. We will design, build and improve a chair for a bear using suitable materials and secure joins.
As scientists we will…identify common appliances that run on electricity, construct a simple series electrical circuit, identify if a lamp will light a simple series circuit and whether switches will open or close a circuit. We will also recognise some common insulators and conductors.
As computer scientists we will…understand what makes audiobooks effective and identify the key features that make them engage, we will write a script and narration for an audiobook.
In RE we will… learn about how and why do people mark significant events in their life?
