This policy has been developed and implemented in consultation with the whole school community including pupils, parents/carers, staff, governors and partner agencies.

What is bullying?
Bullying is behaviour which makes another person feel uncomfortable, distressed or threatened.
The four main types of bullying are physical, (hitting, kicking, theft), verbal (name calling, racist remarks, cussing, homophobic language), indirect (spreading rumours, excluding someone from social groups) and cyber bullying, (using the internet, social networking sites, texting, sexting).
Bullying is repeated over time.
Bullying makes those being bullied feel powerless to defend themselves.

At Burford, everyone has the right to be treated with love and respect.

We must all
Treat others with the love we expect to be treated with ourselves. 
Be someone others can trust.
Look out for bullying and challenge it.
Have the courage to know what is right.
Learn how to express ourselves with love and respect for others.
What are the signs and symptoms of bullying?
A person may indicate by signs or behaviours that they are being bullied. Everyone should be aware of these possible signs and should investigate if the person; 
· Is frightened of walking to or from school or changes route
· Doesn’t want to go on the school (school phobic)
· Begs to be driven to school
· Changes their usual routine, or work patterns
· Becomes withdrawn, anxious, shy or lacking in confidence
· Becomes aggressive, abusive, disruptive or unreasonable
· Starts stammering
· Threatens or attempts self harm
· Threatens or attempts to run away
· Cries themselves to sleep at night or has nightmares
· Feels ill in the morning
· Performance in school work begins to drop
· Comes home with clothes torn, property damaged or ‘missing’
· Asks for money or starts stealing money
· Has unexplained cuts or bruises
· Bullying others 
· Changes in eating habits
· Is frightened to say what is wrong
· Afraid to use the internet or mobile phone
· Nervous or jumpy when a cyber message is received
· Gives improbable excuses for their behaviour.

When things go wrong – Our advice.
Speak out with courage and let someone help.  If you are still not happy your teacher will see you and record your concerns and agree with you actions to help.  Mrs Winters be informed and will check that the actions agreed have worked.  She will keep a record of it.
If you are accused of bullying – have the courage to reflect on your behaviour with someone you trust.  Agree actions with your teacher so it stops.  Mrs Winters be informed and will check that the actions agreed have worked.

RECOMMENDED PROCEDURES IN SCHOOL FOR REPORTING BULLYING

PATHWAYS OF SUPPORT

Child is bullied

Member of staff/parent reports observed inappropriate behaviour to Safeguarding Lead or uses safeguarding referral sheet (see Safeguarding Policy)


Step 1a
Self referral by student
Step 1b
Student personally approaches:
Buddy/Peer Mentor
Class Teacher
A Teacher
Non Teaching trusted member of the school community
Support Staff











Step 2
Student meets with teacher for re-assurance and support
A clear and accurate account is recorded and placed on file
 Discussion on the facts
Suggested ways forward /punitive measures used as appropriate
Short review time






If continues
Step 3
 Discussion with support of Head Teacher if necessary
Discussion/Interview with all parties
Will use: suggested and agreed actions/strategies
Parents informed, sanctions applied to students if appropriate
Short term review (detention, removal of privileges, reduced free time,)







If continues
Step 4
Head teacher directs to a variety of help strategies delivered by ‘trained’ personnel eg.
· Restorative justice
· Mediation/counselling
· Anger management training & self help and sanctions if appropriate (internal exclusion, fixed exclusion, permanent exclusion)
· Peer Mentor/Buddy support
· External Agencies 
· Parents of all parties concerned invited in for discussion
