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Primary PE and Sports Premium Grant 2022-2023


What is the Sports Premium Grant? 
The SPG is government funding to provide additional and sustainable improvements to the provision of PE and sport, for the benefit of all primary-aged pupils, to encourage the development of healthy, active lifestyles. In 2022/23 the grant will be £16,000 per school plus £10 per pupil.
 Purpose of funding- 
Schools must spend the sport funding on improving their provision of PE and sport in order to: 
• Develop or add to the PE and sports activities that the school already offers.
• Build capacity and capability within the school to ensure that improvements made now will benefit pupils joining the school in later years.

· The profile of sport and healthy lifestyles is increased for all. 
· A broad range of sports are offered to all children.
· Children are given the opportunity to compete and participate in sport and physical activity beyond the school day.
· Staff have access to training opportunities and continued professional development.
